Galva-Holstein Upper Elementary Rules:

Expectations:

E. You should bring an outside reading book (AR book) with you.
F. You will need a pass to leave my classroom for any reason. 

G. All assignments will be done neatly in pencil. The following items will always appear in the right hand top corner. (Name-date-pages/questions) *see further instructions below
H. All assignments will be due at the beginning of class and placed in the appropriate tray on the front table.
I. All materials on my desk or on the board are my property. Please ask to take or use them. If it’s a book, please sign it out on the clipboard at the front of the room.

J. I will dismiss the class and students will be expected to leave in an orderly fashion. 

K. I am here to aid in your education, but you must also be willing to put forth your best effort!

Consequences:

1. A verbal reprimand

2. Positive Practice—the student will do it the correct way.

3. Parent Contact

4. Students will be sent to discuss the matter with the principal. The principal may then make parental contacts.  

*When you arrive at your locker before school or between periods ask yourself these questions: 

Where am I going? What do I need?  

*When you come to class each period, you should have the following items with you: pencils, pen for correcting (not black), loose leaf paper, appropriate text book, (other books, journals, notebooks, etc. that we use for class each day), accordion folder with your assignment inside, agenda book and your AR book. 

*When you enter the room, put your things on your desk, sharpen your pencil if needed, place your assignment for the day on your desk, do the bell ringer/DLR, and write the assignment in your Agenda book.

*Agenda books will be filled out each day, taken home to be signed by your parent, and returned the next day. Copy the assignment off of the board after you arrive in the room. Even if you think it is a short assignment that you will get done in class, I would like you to write down. Taking your agenda book home at night helps your parents to know what assignments you have and allows me to write them a quick note if I have anything I need to let them know about.

*LATE WORK: Late work will be accepted according to the policy for ‘Make-Up Work’ in the student handbook: 

“Making up work is the responsibility of the student. If an absence is excused, students are given two full days for the first day they are absent plus one for each succeeding day…an adjusted grade will be recorded if it is not completed in this time…” For further details regarding late work, please refer to your handbook.

*Work that is late due to the student simply not doing the assignment, an assignment that has been forgotten at home, or misplaced, will receive an adjusted grade. (*See 5th grade policy) All late work MUST be turned in.  Simply choosing to take a “0” is not an option!  Zeros really hurt your grade, take the time to make it up—you’ll be glad you did! *Work that isn’t complete when I correct it is considered late.  Any student with late work may be asked to stay in for one recess period. 

*Please come get a Missed Work Folder from me when you return. You may want to make plans with someone who lives close to you, to bring home your assignments if you are missing, so you can work on them if you are feeling better that evening.  Otherwise, pick everything up when you return to school, and plan on getting a start on them at recess time.
